Transition: We will start with the easy knot the Four in hand knot
Outline Body:
I.  Main point #1: Four in Hand Knot
A. Align the end of the thin leg to pocket
B. Cross the long leg over the short leg
C. Wrap it all around, leaving a loop in the front
D. Go through the circle and through the loop
II. Main point #2: Half Winsor Knot
A. Align the end of the thin leg to pocket
B. Cross the long leg over the short leg
C. Wrap the short leg, bringing it up and through the circle
D. Pull toward the left side

E. Wrap it all around, leaving a loop in the front

F. Go through the middle and through the loop
III. Main point #3: Full Winsor Knot
A. Align the end of the thin leg to pocket
B. Cross the long leg over the short leg
C. Wrap the short leg, bringing it up and through the circle

D. Pull toward the left side

E. Wrap it all around the back, and wrap the other side

F. Take around the front side leaving a loop in the front

G. Bring around the back and go through the circle and through the loop
